What if a later date would work better for our    

department? A Day of Caring is  held in both the Fall 

and Spring semesters. For departments that neither of 

these days work and would like to participate as a 

team,  we work with the Department and the Volunteer 

Center of the Lehigh Valley to try to accommodate this 

request.   

 

I can only participate for half a day.  Can I do 

that?  Yes.  We realize that occasionally there are 

people who can only participate for a morning or af-

ternoon session.  We will work with these individuals 

to find a project that suits their needs.
